Every year, the International Office hosts the Go Abroad Fair, an information and networking fair for 
students on the topics of studying, internships and research abroad. This year it will take place on 
Monday, October 23, from 2 to 5 pm, in Super C, 6th floor. 
 
On the Go Abroad Fair, many RWTH institutions such as the International Office, the Faculties and the 
Language Center as well as interesting external organizations offer information and consultation about 
going abroad. The fair is part of the Go Abroad Week, a framework program of numerous information 
and advisory events, which takes place throughout the week of October 23 to 27, 2023. 
 
Due to the size of the Go Abroad Fair (usually around 800 students) as well as the other events of the 
Go Abroad Week, we are in need of student volunteers to assist! Of course, volunteering – when it’s at 
least five hours - can get recognized as a component of the RWTH Certificate International.

IT4kids 

specializes in teaching children digital skills and graphic programming. They aim to introduce children 

up to 6th grade to the world of coding and unlock their creative potential in the digital realm. The goal 

is to empower every child to decide for themselves if they are interested in IT, free from bias and ste-

reotypes. Last year, the organization got 1,454 kids excited about programming. IT4kids works closely 

with their dedicated student instructors to provide programs that give kids hands-on learning experi-

ences. To adequately support the instructors, the team offers a tax-free expense allowance of €20 per 

hour, which can be combined with mini-jobs and BAföG. Due to the increasing demand from our part-

ner schools, IT4kids is looking for more student volunteers to join their team. If you want to learn more 

about their vision and their work, watch their vision film or visit their website.
