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The international festival "L'ISOLA DEL CINEMA" will be held in Rome, on the Tiberina Island from July 2004.

With its X edition, in 2004, L' ISOLA DEL CINEMA consolidates its reputation as an international festival that hosts each year exciting "windows" on the world's film industry, welcoming from all over the world new films that have never been seen before in Italy. 
Thus, Rome becomes the ideal crossroad for the Seventh Art that through its "magic lens" depicts and projects on the maxiscreen of  L'Isola del Cinema the "urban islands" from all over the world.

The international festival L' ISOLA DEL CINEMA inaugurates the "URBAN ISLANDS® COMPETITION, THE CITY IN FILMS", the first international competition for short films dedicated to the metropolis in films. And will complete for the following awards:
JURY AND AWARDS

1. "Metropolis award” for the best short film assigned by the members of the jury. The Metropolis Award is sponsored by Shortvillage and consists of a distribution contract for the winning entry throughout the network of “Shortvillage Cinema”, the biggest short factory in Italy
2. "Cantiereuropa Award" assigned by  Cantiereuropa Association to the best European Short
3. “Kodak Award” assigned by public to the best italian short

There will be an “out of competition “section still linked to the L' ISOLA DEL CINEMA® there for films and materials of various formats, reflecting the diverse forms of expression and experimentation by filmmakers seeking new media of expression.
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A total of 15 short films will be selected. Each film will be screened within the festival at least twice. 

SELECTION REQUIREMENTS

In order to participate to the selection it is mandatory to compile the festival's entry form which needs to be accompanied by 1 VHS, PAL/NTSC copy of the film with relevant subtitles in English or Italian. The material must be received by 25 may at the festival's address.

The VHS copies of the works not selected for the competition will be kept in the archives of "L' ISOLA DEL CINEMA " and will be used solely for cultural purposes.

FILMS SELECTED FOR THE COMPETITION

The films or the video material that will be selected for the competition, must be received at the festival's address by June 2004 and will need to be accompanied by:

· CV of the author, technical details and cast of the film

· Any press articles about the work and information that may be useful for inclusion in the festival's

   material to be published

· At least 4 copies of posters of the film

· At least 4 slides or photographs 

The copies on film or vide format must be shipped with the following description: "Video or Print for Festival - no commercial value".
TRANSPORT AND INSURANCE

All insurance and return transport costs of the work and relevant publicity, information and photographic material from its place of origin to the address of the festival "L'Isola del Cinema" will be the sole responsibility of the participants.

The organisers of the festival "L' ISOLA DEL CINEMA “ will guarantee insurance cover for the period that the work will remain at the festival. In any event, the insurance value of the work may not exceed the laboratory cost of a standard copy.

The work must be shipped in solid containers bearing the following information: title of the film, name and address of sender, duration and indications about the projection format.

VARIOUS MATTERS

The organisers of the festival "L' ISOLA DEL CINEMA” 2004 reserve the right to take decisions concerning matters that have not been specified in these rules, and may for serious reasons decide to cancel, defer, reduce or interrupt the duration of the festival without being subject to claims or law suits.

The requirements for participating to the competition imply the unconditional acceptance of these rules. 
Any dispute will be dealt with by the appropriate legal body with seat in Rome, Italy.
