Dear European* Buyers, 

 

Audiovisual Eureka has the pleasure to invite you to the fourth edition of what has come to be its key event: the Eureka Screening, the first travelling European film market. After Budapest (1998), Athens (1999) and Moscow (2000), the Screening sets sail for the port of Istanbul, turning the spotlight on the theme of music from 15 to 18 November 2001.

 

Audiovisual Eureka, a pan-European intergovernmental organization with 35 member countries*, has among its objectives the unification of the patchwork of audiovisual markets in Europe so that European citizens can enjoy their neighbours’ films.

 

Therefore, you will have the opportunity for four days to view – in individual screening booths and at your best convenience – a selection of 300 European musical films or films on the subject of music. If its musical essence confers upon a film a strong cultural identity, it also provides a universal dimension reaching beyond national frontiers. Right holders will also attend the Screening to conduct the necessary copyright negotiations. Hostesses will be charged with arranging appointments between those interested to meet. Three soirées will provide a change of pace during these days of intensive viewing.

300 Films 

 

· The 300 participating films are selected by a European jury composed of professionals from the European audiovisual sector, renowned for their expertise in the area of music and musical films (cf. the list of jury members at www.aveureka.org). The quality and/or originality of the films, as well as their commercial potential constitute the selection criteria.

· The films originate from Audiovisual Eureka’s 35 member countries*, from Albania, Bosnia-Herzegovina and Croatia. 
· They are true musical films (musical comedies, opera films, filmed operas / concerts / musical performances or clips) or deal with music as a subject. 

· They are either full-length, short or medium-length films, features or serials, fiction, documentary or animated films destined for children or a more general audience, for television, cinema or other media.

· They will be viewed in VHS format in the original language, subtitled English and/or French.

· The rights may not have been acquired in more than 5 European Union member states**.

· The Screening film catalogue will be sent to the registered buyers before the start of the event.
