PLATO’S BREAKING POINT is a psychological thriller about two criminals who are under close police surveillance.  As the pressure of being constantly under observation increases, Plato begins to crack up.  His world begins to fall apart and he finds himself alone  in a World where the choice is to kill or be killed.

Our second title is a unique opportunity to see the Vietnam War through the eyes of the people whose country was literally torn in half by it.  Song of the Stork marks a number of firsts in both the history of Vietnam and the history of cinema: It is the first film about the Vietnam war to actually be shot in Vietnam, the first Vietnamese-Singaporean joint venture in filmmaking and above all the first time the story has been told on film from the point of view of the young Vietnamese men who fought merely for a chance to live a peaceful life with their families.  Song of the Stork  is now in post production and will be completed in May of this year.
