IFIP PUBLICATION POLICY

TC6 VIEW

The IFIP publication policy is presently being discussed within IFIP knowing that the present contract with the publisher runs until the end of 2003. During the last years TC6 has consistently discussed internally the IFIP publication policy and some of its views have been transmitted to IFIP GA and TA.

As an input for the next IFIP Montreal meeting TC6 summarizes its views on the IFIP publication policy in the following points:

1. Electronic publication should be mandatory: papers should be available on-line at a price to be established.

2. The publication agreement should include a well-constructed mechanism for charging on either a subscription (digital library model) or per-paper basis.

3. The abstract, keyword list (if any) and reference/citations must be in the clear (not blocked by any subscription or per-paper fee restrictions).

4. The average book price at the bookshop should be around 75 Euro. The exact price depends on the number of pages and number of books. This price should be lower for the bulk order made by the conference organiser.

5. Publication delays should not exceed 10 weeks, including shipping.

6. All the books should have an ISBN. The  books should be registered in ISI and also in other places such as the DBLP database and the NEC research index.

7. If required by the organisers a CD should also be produced for distribution in the conference.

8. Authors should be allowed to put copies of their published papers on their personal web page.

9. IFIP should receive royalties both from the books and from the electronic publication. These royalties will be shared between IFIP and the TC(s) which contributed to the publication.
