IV.   IT and TC6 in Asia (India, Japan, Oman, Singapore, Thailand): The respective country representatives made presentations about IT penetration and opportunities in the respective countries.
V.   Publications and  Copyright problems (in particular for joint IFIP/IEEE events): Significant amount of time was spent on this item. It was decided that Augusto will work with Peter on finding a solution.
VI.   Working Group activities (WG 6.1-6.11): Working Group Chairmen reported on the ongoing and planned activities. Suggested that they send a paragraph or two as reports to be included in the minutes. Otto will monitor the functioning of WG 6.8.
VII.  Other TC6 activities (IT and sports etc.): Prof Otto Spaniol briefed the members on the successful conduct of the IT and Sports event in Colongne, Germany in September 2004. President IFIP was the Keynote speaker.
VIII.   
 Sensor networks: Discussed the need for separate working group for Sensor Networks. General opinion was to perceive it as part of the existing Working Groups, as there is significant overlap with Wireless, Pervasive, Ubiquitous, type of issues. There was no definitive position taken and the status quo continues. Open for discussion in future.




 TC 6 Finance: Chairman reported on the financial position. Need for augmenting the revenue streams was underlined. No specific recommendations were made. Suggestions are welcome. Guy Pujolle, Guy Ludec, and Dipak Khakar will form a Task Force which will decide on the Business Model for TC6.

Proposals for restarting ICCC activities in a New Form are being discussed among the Governors.
