IFIP's principal aims are:

· Foster international cooperation

· Stimulate research and development

· Encourage education and

· Disseminate information.

Derived from IFIP’s Mission Statement, the following principal element is the leading element for IFIP's publications policy:

‘To stimulate, encourage and participate in research, development and application of IT and to foster international co-operation in these activities’.

Publications policy:

1. IFIP has the responsibility to and undertakes to disseminate the results of all its activities, as wide as possible.

2. To do this, IFIP publishes the results of these activities.

3. The mission of IFIP’s Publication Policy,  is therefore  to disseminate the results of its activities as wide as possible – and therefore, at a cost to make this possible.

4. This dissemination will be through physical books but also through electronic means.

5. Furthermore, any form of dissemination must also optimize the image and brand name of IFIP – this means that all forms of publication in IFIP must support marketing IFIP internationally.

6. The main purpose of publications in IFIP therefore is  to:  (in order of importance):

6.1 disseminate information about all IFIP’s technical activities to its member societies and the wider international community;

6.2 market IFIP;

6.3 create financial income for IFIP.

7. The avenues/mechanisms etc. used by IFIP to publish its activities, must therefore:

7.1 have as wide an international distribution infrastructure as possible;

7.2 have a high as possible international image amongst the community where IFIP wants to disseminate its activities.
