8. TC6 meeting attendance

Since the last report there was only one TC6 meeting, which was held in Saariselka, Finland. It was attended by 22 delegates.

TC6 requests nomination of delegates from the Computer Societies of the following countries: Chile, Egypt, Ireland, Israel, Korea, Lithuania, Singapore and Slovenia. These are the only IFIP countries which are not represented in TC6.

TC6 requests the substitution of the delegates of Greece, India and Malaysia. The delegate of Greece did not attend the last five TC6 meetings and the delegates from India and Malaysia never attended a TC6 meeting since their nomination a few years ago.

The TC6 meeting attendance is in Annex A to this report.

9. Progress and status

At present, the 10 Working Groups of TC6 have a stable structure. However, TC6 continuously reviews the aims and scope of the Working Groups and any proposed changes are immediately submitted for approval to the  IFIP Technical Assembly. In general, Working Groups are meeting regularly once a year.

TC6 is  sponsoring 28 events in 2002. This number is quite high and TC6 intends to stabilise on sponsoring between 25 and 30 events per year. The main series of conferences supported by TC6 are consolidated and all the major conferences have steering committees nominated. Actually there are 19 steering committees in place.

TC6 continues to follow its policy of strong collaboration with developing countries, which are members of IFIP, and collaborations with Latin America and India events can be reported in 2002.

TC6 has 45 members at present, including the WG chairpersons. We consider that we have a very good representation of  the IFIP member societies. The TC6 administrative organization is also consolidated, including TC6 handbook, Event organiser’s guidelines and TC6 web page. 

TC6 continues to be one of the leading international committees which deals with the technical aspects of Communication Systems. To keep this status some aspects need to be continuously monitored. They are mainly related to the marketting of conferences, publications, quality control of conferences and finances. TC6 is dealing with all these aspects and, at present, the summary of the situation is as follows.

Marketting of conferences is a key point for the success of IFIP events. TC6 is doing its best to market the events within its structure, but probably we still need to improve our marketting approach at the IFIP level to help to increase the number of attendees.

Publication is a recurrent issue of discussion within IFIP and TC6 already reported a few times on that. However, the two main problems that we see at the moment have to do with the need to start electronic publication soon and the need to reduce the cost of the books.

TC6 continuously monitors the quality of its conferences, namely the ratio of accepted papers, the reviewing process, proceedings publication and the organizational aspects, in order  to ensure a high quality for the events. This is a key process to which we will continue to give a high priority.

The present situation of TC6 funds is stable, but due to the present situation in the telecommunication markets, it might be expected a small decrease in conference attendance in the near future.  This is being taken  into consideration in the preparation of our annual budget.

Working Group 6.8 Mobile and Wireless Communications
AIMS 

To organise and promote the exchange of information on wireless communication systems and networks, fixed and mobile, terrestrial and space, local and global. To help in the research, development, design, standardisation and applications for mobile and wireless modules, equipment and systems. To examine technical operational capabilities of the future mobile and wireless networks for voice, data, text and image communications. The results of the work will be made available to individuals as well as organisations concerned, such as manufacturers, operators, common carriers, standardisation bodies, users.

SCOPE 

The scope of the Working Group includes:

PRIVATE

Wireless Access Networks.

Wireless LANs.


Mobile computing.

Cellular networks.


Ad-hoc networks.

Mobile and wireless personal communications.


Short range communications and applications.


Digital microwave systems and networks.


Digital radio and TV broadcasting.


Satellite networks.

All topics should be examined from the viewpoint of architecture and protocols, modulation, coding and decoding, methods of communication functions (multiple access, error control, flow control, routing, etc.), security, implementation, user aspects, legal, economic, social and human related issues.
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
