TABLE MOUNTAIN & HISTORICAL CITY TOUR

HALF DAY PRIVATE TOUR

08:00
This morning after an EARLY breakfast guests will be collected at the Hotel to be advised for a  half day tour including Table Mountain (ascent is ALWAYS weather permitting) & a Historical City Tour.

We depart from the hotel with a professional guide in a luxury 24 / 44 seater coach, travelling to the Cable Car station at the base of Table Mountain. Flanked by Devils Peak and Lions Head, monolithic Table Mountain - which can be spotted from as far as 200 kilometres ( 124 miles) out to sea - was given its rather apt name by Portuguese explorer and adventurer Antonio de Saldanha.  The impressive hulk of shale, sandstone and granite - Maclears beacon is the highest point - towers 1 086 metres (3 564 feet) above the citys shoreline, and its characteristic flat surface extends almost three kilometres.  At night, the front of the mountain is lit by floodlights, which give its imposing ramparts and even more romantic quality.  At the Table Mountain departure point a cable car takes us to the summit from where, on a clear day, the spectacular views in all directions simply astound.  Here enjoy the expansive vistas across Table Bay, False Bay and across the wine lands to the encircling range of mountains.  Certainly from these lofty heights little else seems of consequence. There will be sufficient time on the tabletop to afford photo opportunities and to simply absorb the inert energy of this magnificent mountain. 

Returning to the base of the mountain we travel through the city centre for a walking orientation tour. Sights of interest include : the Castle of Good Hope - South Africas oldest building, City Hall, Companys Garden, the South African Museum and the Houses of Parliament.  The tour winds up  in the Bo-Kaap or Malay Quarter , one of the oldest residential suburbs and most closely identified with the Malay culture. This area is characterised by narrow, cobblestone streets with a colourful array of flat-roofed houses dating from the 18th century.  Listen out for the calls of the minarets from the beautiful Islamic mosques.   Thereafter - return back to hotel - ending by 12:00.  

Alternately Guests can be dropped off at the V&A Waterfront for Lunchtime at Leisure with the option of joining onto the afternoon tour to Robben Island.  Add-on Cost on request.

ROBBEN ISLAND

HALF DAY PRIVATE TOUR

13:00
Guests will be collected from the hotel to depart PROMPTLY AT 13:30 to proceed on a half day trip to Robben Island. We make our way to the V&A waterfront - a working harbour and mecca of shopping and entertainment.  The bright airy glass topped mall is a stylish combination of upmarket shopping, fashionable eateries and an absorbing parade of both locals and visitors.  

14:00
At  the clocktower terminal  board the Makana, a high speed luxury catamaran for the 20 minute trip which takes one to the historic Robben Island.  The 3-km long Alcatraz of South Africa was most infamous when its maximum security prison incarcerated ANC members such as Walter Sisulu and  is of course best known as the place where Nelson Mandela was imprisoned for nearly two decades.  However today visitors are likely to find an aura of liberation and not the horrors of an island dungeon.   On the island we are met by a specialist guide for the 2  hour tour which incorporates visits to President Nelson Mandelas former cell, the lime quarry where many of the personalities of the struggle were put to labour, the old leper colony, a Muslim shrine, a shipwreck and other sites.  The island isolation has ensured that it is a pristine habitat flora and fauna; endangered species - which include jackass penguins, buck and arum lilies abound.  We return aboard the Makana to the waterfront.

CAPE PENINSULA

FULL DAY PRIVATE TOUR   

09:00
Breakfast at leisure while Cape Town wakes up to a new day.  We depart this morning by 9am for a full days touring around the Cape Peninsula :- the stretch of rocky mountains, covered in fynbos and forests,  jutting southward from Table Mountain into the sea at Cape Point.  The days journey includes Kirstenbosch Botanical Gardens, Groot Constantia Estate, Hout Bay, Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve, Cape Point, Boulders Beach Penguin Colony and Lunch at the Two Oceans Restaurant.  

Travelling through the southern suburbs past the Groote Schuur Hospital where the first ever heart transplant took place and continue past the University of Cape Town arriving at Kirstenbosch Botanical Gardens.  The world renowned Kirstenbosch, beautifully situated on the eastern slopes of Table Mountain, is dedicated to the preservation of the indigenous plants of Southern Africa.  Your guide  takes you on a floral journey, delving into fascinating information on the Cape Floral Kingdom - the smallest and richest of all the worlds six plant kingdoms - and highlights the importance of the preservation of the Cape Floral Kingdom.

Continue through the verdant Constantia Valley to Groot Constantia Estate :- the oldest wine estate in South Africa, farmed since 1685 - Constantia wines were renowned far and wide - enjoyed by such notables as Napoleon and Jane Austen.  Here we enjoy a wine tasting.
We  travel  through the seaside resorts of Muizenburg, Kalk Bay, Fish Hoek and Simons Town arriving at the sheltered little beach at Boulders where we enter the Boulders Beach Penguin Colony - home to a thriving colony of some 700 jackass penguins for a unique photo opportunity.  

Our journey continues along the eastern seaboard travelling along the False Bay coastline  to the Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve. Extending along 40 kilometres of coastline, this fynbos rich plateau accommodates baboons,  a variety of antelope species, smaller mammals  and abundant bird life.  At the southwestern tip of the reserve lies Cape Point.  We take the funicular to the summit. From the lookout platform enjoy tremendous views over the ocean and coastline below.  


Set Menu Lunch at the Two Oceans Restaurant offers fresh seafood and refreshing seaviews

Departing the nature reserve our route now takes us past Scabourough and Misty Cliffs and over Ou Kaapse Weg.  Travelling over Constantia Nek we arrive in the picturesque harbour of Hout Bay  bustling with its brightly coloured fishing trawlers and local fisherman.  We have opportunity to explore the Kraal market for some shopping opportunities before continuing along the Atlantic seaboard past Llandudno, Camps Bay and Clifton arriving back at the Hotel by 17:00. .

CAPE WINELANDS

FULL DAY PRIVATE TOUR

09:00
Breakfast at leisure while Cape Town wakes up to a new day.  We depart this morning by 9am for a full days touring through the Cape Town  Winelands.  The days journey includes Wine Tastings at Glen Carlou, Lanzerac and Vergelegen Estates, Lunch at the Lanzerac and  Stellenbosch walking tour.

Leaving Cape Town behind us we now travel north via Bloubergstrand for an unsurpassed view of Table Mountain - this distance offering the picture perfect angle featured in so many postcards.   The motorway then takes us inland towards the Boland  Mountains which rear up from the plains.  The three major wine districts of Stellenbosch, Paarl and Franschoek  offer majestic mountain locations, vine covered valleys, quaint villages, cosmopolitan towns, sport, art, culture, food, wine and more wine -  in hedonistic varied abundance. 

Firstly to Paarl - The Pearl of the Cape lies nestled in the Berg River Valley between the watchful eye of the second largest granite rock formation in the world and the scenic Du Toits Kloof Mountains.  Signs to the left and right entice the visitor to stop in at one of the many wine estates. Selected for your palate this morning - a cheese & wine tasting experience at Glen Carlou - an estate that is also a leader in the field of goat and cows milk cheese production.  Glen Carlous owner is Donald Hess (Hess Collection - Napa Valley, California) Wine Maker David Finlayson is strong willed and confident.  Tastings here will elicit comments such as feisty, substantial, lip smacking.

Stopping in the quaint town of Paarl we have opportunity to walk around, shopping through  a craft                       
market, jewellery stores  antique shops or the chocolate factory.  Having by now worked up an appetite,                 
it is time to move on.  Our journey then takes us directly  to Stellenbosch, founded in 1679 it is the                     
second  oldest town in the country and one of South Africas most attractive and best preserved.  We take            
a walking tour along Dorp street underneath ancient oak trees where one has a chance to admire the                
large number of architectural and historical gems.  There is then  opportunity to explore the town                          
independently -  a visit to Oom Samies se Winkel is a must -  before meeting back at the coach at 12:30. 

Travelling then to the outskirts of Stellenbosch, we arrive at The Lanzerac Manor for a wine tasting and fine dining lunch ( set menu ) in the Governers Hall.
We travel then towards the Strand and the town of Somerset West to the historic Vergelegen Estate.  Of all the wine estates in the Cape, the Vergelegen experience is probably the most gracious.  The view across the lawns, magnificently shaded by 300-year-old camphor trees, which are now national monuments, is spectacular.  We join a tour through the estate winery followed by a wine tasting.   
 
Guests are at leisure to relax or tour the manor house and gardens before our return journey  brings us back to the hotel by 17:00.
