1. The meeting was opened and the members were welcomed by chairman Prof. Olli Martikainen.

2. Smartnet’99 conference was reported by Prof. Vilas Wuwongse:  The conference Smartnet’99  in AIT was a success, with two day tutorials and three day presentations in two parallel sessions.  There were 145 participants in tutorials and 112 in the conference, of which 36 were overseas and 76 local.  In addition there were 30 invited participants.  The breakeven was met.  Olli Martikainen thanked the organizers and sponsors.

3. The IATE (Intelligent Agents for Telecommunications Environments) mini-conference plan in Paris, May 16, 2000 was reported by Prof. Dominique Gaiti.  The event is included in Networking 2000 conference in Paris.  There will be invited speakers on Intelligent Agents, IN and Active Networks.  The Networking 2000 CFP was distributed.  

4. The Smartnet’99 Conference plan in Vienna, 18-20. September, 2000 was reported by Prof. Harmen van As.  The draft CFP was distributed and discussed, the final form will be distributed in December.  The IFIP event form will be prepared as well in December.  The WG members were asked to provide Japanese and Russian expert names for the Program Committee as soon as possible.  The conference is expected to have 200 participants.

5. The IWAN 2000 Conference plan in Tokyo, October 16-18, 2000 was reported by Dr. Kenichi Yoshida.  The conference is the second Active Network conference, the first was in Berlin in June/July, 1999.  The Berlin conference was a success with 130 participants, and there are expected to be more than 200 participants in Tokyo.  The preliminary CFP was distributed.  The IFIP event form was signed and mailed further to TC6 Chairman Prof. Augusto Casaca.  There will be also support by IEEE.  The IWAN 2000 program is planned to include 1 day for tutorials and 2 conference days.  The proceedings was contracted with Springer. 

6. The Aims and Scope of WG 6.7 was discussed.  The previous version was written 1997 in Paris and it was agreed to need upgrade.  The following topics were agreed to be included: Intelligent Agents, Mobile Agents, Active Networks, Programmable Networks, Configurable Architectures for software and hardware, Dependable, reconfigurable Networks, Mobility Management, QoS Management, Network integration issues.  It was decided that the team of Prof. Guy Pujolle, Prof. Finn Arve Aagesen and Prof. Olli Martikainen will prepare a draft and circulate it among WG members for comments.

Prof. Spaniol promised to question and propose the Smartnet’2002 
place and time so that Smartnet’2003 could be in Norway.
