10. TC6 meeting attendance

Since the last report there was only one TC6 meeting (Szentendre, Hungary). It was attended by 21 delegates.

TC6 finds that the IFIP strategy for the announcement of events is a point of concern. This was discussed in the last TC6 meeting and in order to help the event announcement the following steps were taken in TC6:

i) announcement of the events via the e-mail lists of the Working Groups

ii) announcement of the events via the e-mail lists of the TC6 delegates

iii) set of adhesive labels with WG members addresses available at IFIP Secretariat for the registered event organisers

iv) recommendation to announce the events in the IFIP Newsletter

v) recommendation to announce the events in the calendar section of IEEE journals.

However, TC6 requests that the issue of event announcements is discussed at the IFIP level in order to improve the procedures.

TC6 is in the process of restructuring its Working Groups. This process will finish at the next TC6 meeting in May and it will be reported to the next IFIP TA meeting.
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
