AP67/5 WG Chairs: to note that submissions for the TC6 Calendar should be in ASCII and in the same format as the existing entries.
4 Report from IFIP General Assembly, (August 26-28, 2006; Santiago de Chile)
This has been circulated. Particular points are noted below.
A lot of conferences are not paying their dues. André Danthine said that the lack of an ERF implies a lack of thought about the conference. ERFs need to be transmitted electronically.

In the report, Sections 4.2.2 and 4.2.3 (on finance) are relevant to TC6.

The IFIP Presidential election was prolonged.
IFIP is planning to “simplify” council meetings and give some jobs to Trustees.

On WCCs:

· WCC2006 made a profit despite several significant problems. Ramon Puigjaner made a presentation, describing the conference (and its problems).

· WCC2008 will be in early September. There are some interesting topics planned.

· WCC2010 has attracted interest from Singapore and Australia; there is a possibility that Korea may also be interested.
5 Report from TC6 Special Meeting (WG 6.9, Developing Countries; August 25, 2006)
Ana Pont Sanjuan presented a report on this meeting.

Best paper awards were raised in discussion afterwards. André Danthine was against reducing the value of the awards (although the honour should be important) and Augusto Casaca suggested that they should be for flagship conferences only.

André Danthine also raised the issue of language. The feeling of the meeting was that if we get requests for presentations in languages other than English, we should try to accommodate them but it may restrict what we can offer.
6 TC6 Officers

WG 6.2 Chair

After a presentation, Georg Carle was unanimously appointed as chair of WG6.2.
WG 6.8 Chair

After a discussion, Pedro Cuenca was appointed as chair of WG6.8. It is proposed that Jozef Wozniak be vice-chair of WG6.8 but in his absence, TC6 took no action on this.
AP67/6 All: To consider whether Jozef Wozniak should be appointed vice-chair of WG6.8 at or before the next TC6 meeting.
WG 6.10 Chair

There was a discussion of the direction for WG6.10 and, particularly, of the flagship ONDM conference, which had, in the past, not followed the TC6 rules.
After this discussion, Ioannis Tomkos was appointed chair and Josef Sole Pareta appointed vice chair of WG 6.10.
TC6 chair

Otto Spaniol’s three year period as Chair was due to end at the end of 2006. It was agreed that voting for a new Chair should take place in the same way as the voting in 2003, with electronic votes sent to the secretary and IFIP headquarters.
It was also agreed that, in future, the voting should take place at a TC6 meeting but with the ability for absentees to send in votes.
7 Bids for Networking 2008
A presentation was given by Francis Lee in support of Singapore’s bid for Networking 2008.

The bid was accepted.

Arun Iyengar pointed out that the precise dates need to be chosen bearing in mind the dates for the World Wide Web Conference.
8 Proposal for more activities in developing countries

Not discussed in detail.

9 Hosting of TC6 / WG 6.11 websites

It was announced that Herbert Leitold was no longer able to act as webmaster for the TC6 website (he has also been acting as webmaster for the TC11 website). Winfried Lamersdorf offered to maintain the TC6 web site provided that there was a little financial support.

A questionnaire about WG’s web sites was discussed briefly. Only Winfried Lamersdorf had responded.

Harry Rudin said that we do not need a Project Manager just a webmaster.

Günter Haring said that there were two problems: an immediate one of a replacement for Herbert Leitold and a that of general solution. Augusto Casaca said that it may take a couple of years to solve the general problem.

11 Possible New Working Groups
Autonomics
The recent conference was a success with over 100 attendees. The ISBN for the proceedings is 3‑540‑45891‑3. There is a question of copyright between ACF (Autonomic Communication Forum) and IFIP.
After discussion it was decide that Autonomics should be covered within WG6.7.
AP67/9 Dominique Gaiti to consider whether the WG6.7 Aims and Scope need to be revised as a result of including Autonomics within the remit of WG6.7.
Networking and Security

This would be a joint working group with TC11 (chaired by Leon Strauss).

AP67/10 Ramon Puigjaner, together with Guy Pujolle and José Neuman de Sousa, to prepare draft Aims and Scope for the Networking and Security working group in time for the Atlanta meeting.
Other Networks (Ad-hoc, Sensor, Mesh,...)

It was decided that Sensor networks should be covered within WG6.8.

AP67/11 Pedro Cuenca to consider whether the WG6.8 Aims and Scope need to be revised as a result of of including Sensor networks within the remit of WG6.8.
TC6 Journal
Springer had been asking about this but nothing more had been heard from them since the meeting in Santiago. It was expected than the TC6 Journal would publish expanded papers as this should avoid copyright problems.

12 Reports from Working Parties

Digital Library (lead by Harry Rudin)
The IFIP GA has considered the Digital Library problem (see GA Report) and there is an IFIP trial on-going.

The consensus was that there must be a Digital Library, which is either in-house or out-sourced (but under our control). In-house, the current estimate is 50 € per paper, although there was some concern that this might not reflect all the costs; the only out-sourcing offer was from the British Computer Society for which the cost estimate was £50 per paper.

There were concerns about the copyright issues, particularly in relation to the current contract with Springer. There were also concerns about Springer attitudes, for example concerning NetCon05 and publication in the Lecture Note in Computer Science. Peter Radford informed the meeting that the copyright period in the published agreement was no longer correct.
AP67/12 Guy Pujolle to contact Springer in connection with NetCon05. If they do not wish to publish, they should return the copyright.
AP67/13 Harry Rudin and/or Guy Leduc to contact Klaus Brunstein to get the current definition of the copyright situation.
AP67/14 Harry Rudin and/or Guy Leduc to contact Google to see under what conditions they might support us.

Governance – lead by Augusto Casaca
Augusto Casaca presented the results of the working party activities.

In summary:
· TC6 should have a Chair, a Vice Chair, a Secretary and a Treasurer.

· The TC calendar ought to cover 4 years.

· “Ghost members” need to be restricted.

· In any votes a Working Group shall have only one vote (irrespective of the number of vice- / co-chairs.

Otto Spaniol said that he would like a Treasurer. Elie Najm said that functions as well as roles need to be defined. Raouf Boutaba said that conferences and publications should appear among the functions. André Danthine said that the publications functions should be the responsibility of WG Chairs first and then the TC Chair.
Other Working Parties

For various reasons, the work of the other working parties (Conventional Publication Issues and Quality Control lead by Guy Leduc; Finance lead by Dipak Khakhar and Conferences lead by Arun Iyengar) was not discussed.
13 Working Group activities (WG 6.1-6.11)
WG6.1
The report was presented by Elie Najm.

He noted that FORTE 2006 had both a Best Paper and a Best Presentation award. Raouf Boutaba commented that they include the presentation in the judging of the best paper.

WG6.2
The report was presented by Guy Pujolle.
WG6.3
The report was presented by Ioannis Stavrakakis.

He noted that WONS would be in Cyprus next time.
WG6.4
The report was presented by Arun Iyengar.

He noted that WWW2006 had had the largest attendance since 9/11 and the quality was high. So were the fees and there had be some complaints about that; it had, however, made a profit.

Guy Leduc asked about TC6 involvement. Arun Iyengar responded that WG6.4 was involved and IFIP gets the sponsorship fee. (WWW2007 will have the IFIP logo on its material.)

It was noted that there were too many steering committees.

The Steering Committee for the I3E conference will need to change. The Aims and Scope for WG6.11 will be discussed at the WG’s meeting in Turku.
