IEEE ComSoc / IFIP AGREEMENT

 ON

 NOMS/IM 
This agreement is between the Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers 

Communications Society (IEEE ComSoc) and the International Federation on Information Processing (IFIP) concerning the IEEE/IFIP Network Operations and Management Symposium (NOMS) / Integrated Management (IM) Symposium Charter and Steering Committee.

I. IEEE ComSoc and IFIP agree to: 

Establish an IEEE ComSoc / IFIP NOMS/IM Steering Committee (NISC) for the purpose of setting policy, planning future events, and providing guidance to the NOMS and IM Conference Organizing Committees. The Steering Committee will select NOMS/IM sites and appoint the NOMS/IM General Chair. The Steering Committee will develop processes to encourage multiple proposals for each conference. The General Chair will appoint the NOMS/IM Organizing Committee in cooperation with the Steering Committee. 

The NOMS/IM Steering Committee shall consist of six voting members: three from IEEE ComSoc and three from IFIP. The NISC charter is attached.

The IEEE ComSoc appointments will be for a two-year term, coincident with the term of the IEEE ComSoc President, for a maximum of three terms in total. At least one should be a reappointment to ensure continuity. These members will be recommended by the IEEE ComSoc Technical Committee on Network Operations and Management (CNOM) Chair and approved by the Director of Meetings and Conferences, in consultation with the incoming IEEE ComSoc President. 

The IFIP appointments will be for a three-year term for a maximum of two terms in total. At least one should be a reappointment to ensure continuity. These members will be recommended by the IFIP WG6.6 Chair and approved by TC6.

The six voting members of NISC will select the NISC Chair from among themselves at the start of each calendar year. The Chairman may serve for no more than four consecutive one-year term. 

Each General Chair of a conference shall become a non‑voting member of the NISC at the time he or she is approved by the NISC, and serve as a NISC non-voting member until the end of the year following his/her conference.

The NOMS/IM General Chair and/or his/her representative(s) will be responsible for submitting the forms required by IEEE ComSoc and IFIP for approval of the NOMS/IM.  NOMS/IM forms will be approved based on current IEEE ComSoc and IFIP procedures.

II. IFIP agrees to: 

Permit the NOMS/IM Steering Committee to conduct IM at times and locations that are determined by the NOMS/IM Steering Committee as listed on the normal event approval request forms submitted to IEEE and IFIP. 

Permit the IEEE Communications Society to make all financial decisions in regard to IM in negotiation with the NISC.  In approving loans submitted as part of the budget for a specific IM, IEEE ComSoc will take into account factors such as:  
· Financial performance of past IM's, and

· Evidence of effective financial management

Allow IEEE ComSoc to retain any financial surplus from IM except as provided to the contrary elsewhere in this Agreement. 


III. IEEE ComSoc agrees to:  

Provide a loan for the up-front expenses to NOMS or IM Organizing Committee upon approval of each event, 

Assume legal responsibility for the operations of NOMS/IM, 

Assume responsibility and indemnify IFIP, the NOMS/IM Steering      Committee and the NOMS/IM Organizing Committee for any legal actions,     financial losses or any other liabilities that may accrue in the future, 

Provide financing, administrative and operational support to conduct NOMS/IM events, 

Provide the arrangement for the publication of the IM proceedings.

Pay IFIP a fee of 10 Swiss francs (CHF) per attendee per day at each IM event; that fee to be paid regardless of whether or not an IM meeting has achieved a surplus. 

Pay IFIP a fee of 5 CHF per attendee per day at each NOMS event; that fee to be paid regardless of whether or not a NOMS meeting has achieved a surplus.

Pay IFIP a sum equal to the royalties paid by the publisher for the 2003 IM event  multiplied by the ratio of Full registrants to the 2003 IM event. 
IV. Duration/Termination/Cancellation  

This agreement replaces previous agreements and will be effective when it is approved. Based on NISC recommendations, IEEE ComSoc and IFIP shall determine if and why this agreement is to be cancelled/modified and the future of NOMS/IM after such a cancellation/modification.
