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This report is written at the end of the author’s second mandate as TC6 chairman and its aim is to summarize the present status of the different activities of the Committee and to indicate the pending points.

1. TC6 Web Site

The TC6 Web Master is Dr. Herbert Leitold, Graz Univ. Technology, Austria.

The site has a public page and a private page for TC6 members only.

All the main documents concerned with TC6 can be accessed there.

It is worthwhile remembering that some administrative documents produced during the last years are updated in the page, namely:

· TC6 Handbook

· Event Organizer´s Guidelines

· Rules for Student Grants

· TC6 meeting minutes

· Reports for IFIP GA and Council.

· Presentation slides of TC6.

Also the calendar of TC6 events is updated there. To update periodically the calendar the changes are sent to Herbert Leitold (with cc Dorothy Hayden) using the Word Revision Marks for easy location of the changes. The same procedure is followed for the remaining documents to be updated by Herbert in the web site.

The WG reports for the TC6 meetings are submitted using the format defined in the web page. There is a problem for the direct submission of reports via the web, which is being solved by Herbert.

2. TC6 Membership

The present TC6 membership is included as an attached document.

The following points are open concerning membership:

· Argentina: replacement promised by the GA delegate

· Chile: nomination promised by the GA delegate

· Croatia: no nomination requested yet

· Cyprus: no nomination requested yet

· Egypt: nomination of Prof. Khaled Elsayed requested to the Egypt GA delegate. This has been done by Guy Omidyar and myself. No answer yet.

· Finland: replacement promised by the GA delegate. I have indicated that Prof. Martikainen is available for the position.

· Greece: replacement requested.

· India: replacement requested. Gunther Haring is also dealing with this case.

· Ireland: nomination requested

· Israel: nomination requested.

· Korea: Raouf Boutaba indicated that Prof. Choong Seon Hong is available. I asked for his cv to send to the GA delegate. It did not arrive yet.

· Lithuania: nomination requested

· Singapore: nomination of Dr. Yeo Boon Sain requested to the Singapore GA delegate. This has been done by Guy Omidyar and myself. No answer yet.

· Slovakia: replacement promised

· Syria: nomination requested.

The following point is pending concerning WG chairs:

· The second mandate of Prof. van As ended in 2003. The nomination process of a new chairperson was initiated at the last TC6 meeting but the process is not terminated yet. It needs to be continued by the new TC6 chairman.
3. IFIP Technical Assembly

There is only one pending point that should be treated in the next TA in March (Cape Town, SA):

· Harmonisation of the Aims and Scope of WG 12.4 having in view the aims and scope of WG 6.4. Both WG chairs are already in contact and possibly a new proposal might be done in the next TA meeting.

4. Steering Committees

All the TC6 main conferences have Steering Committees. The updated list of members is included in attach.

5. Working Groups

WG 6.1

Besides AP 61/14 and 61/15, there are no pending issues concerning WG 6.1.

WG 6.2

Besides AP 61/16 and 61/17, there are no pending issues concerning WG 6.2.

WG 6.3

The only pending issue is the date for the WG 6.3 Workshop in Athens in May 2003.

WG 6.4

No pending issue, except the on-going discussion with the TC12 chairman on WG 12.4.

WG 6.6

No pending issue.

WG 6.7

Besides AP 61/18, there are no pending issues concerning WG 6.7.

WG 6.8

No pending issues.

WG 6.9

Need to discuss the next edition of LANC in 2005. AP 61/19 is pending.

WG 6.10

Nomination of a new chairman should be done in the next TC6 meeting. 

WG 6.11

No pending points.

6. TC6 directly supported events

· A Grid Networking Conference is being prepared by Omar Cherkaoui. WG 10.3 showed interest in joining our conference and having it with a larger scope in Grids. The process is in the hands of Omar Cherkaoui.

· The Networks’04 Conference in India is being organised by Ashok Agarwal, which asked for the TC6 sponsorship. Dates and place need to be defined.

· A speaker for the Brazilian Networking Symposium needs to be found in agreement with the Brazilian organisers. TC6 is sponsoring that speaker.

7. Calendar of Events

The list of the TC6 events organised from 1998 until 2002 is stored in the TC6 site.

The updated TC6 calendar from 2003 to 2007 is attached.

8. Publications

The contract with Kluwer runs until the end of 2004. This means that until that date we should continue with our present publication policy, ie, publishing with Kluwer or, alternatively, with Springer. To publish with Springer the conference organisers should also always get an offer from Kluwer. Only in case this offer is less favourable should the publication with Springer proceed.

IFIP is in the process of selecting a new publisher, which will be done during the first half of 2004.

9. TC6 Event Statistics

A statistics table for the TC6 events since 1998 has been prepared. Its main aim is to help us in the quality control of the conferences. The updated table is in attach.

10. TC6 Finance

- The TC6 Fund Balance at the end of 2002 was 70 837,25 Euros.  The TC6 budget for expenses in 2003 was 25,500 Euros.

- All the payment orders for 2003 have already been signed. There are no past payment orders pending. The final accounting of 2003 will be given during the IFIP Council meeting next March.

- TC6 approved a budget of 25,000 Euros for 2004, split by the following items:

Best Paper Awards – 5,000 Euros

Student Travel Grants – 11,000 Euros

Grants to speakers for developing countries – 4,000 Euros

Operating Expenses – 5,000 Euros.

BPA of 500 Euros each have been approved for the following events in 2004: Testcom, Networking, Middleware, Forte, WWW, MMNS, DSOM, NOMS, Intellcom, PWC and MWCN. 

STG have been approved for the following events in 2004: Testcom (750 Euros), Middleware (1,500 Euros), Forte (750 Euros), Networking (2,000 Euros), WWW (1,500 Euros), NOMS (1,500 Euros),  Intellcom (1,500 Euros) and PWC (1,500 Euros).

Speaker´s grants of 1,000 Euros each have been approved for the following events in 2004: ICT, SRBC, CLEI and Intellcom.

A loan of 3,000 Euros has been approved for the IT&Sport Conference.

· Note: the BPA and STG for NOMS’04 was agreed between the TC6 chairman and the WG 6.6 chairman after the last TC6  meeting. If ratified by TC6, this means that the budget  needs to be increased by 500 Euros in the BPA item.

- According to the decision of the IFIP GA, the TC fund provision is defined at the end of the year as the sum of the following components:

a) 25% of royalties accounted and

b) 75% of proceeds less expenses and grant accounted

c) Less 100% of funded expenses.

 TCs with a fund balance above 15,000 Euros should use at least 20% of the amount above 15,000 Euros to fund activities for the benefit of IFIP Conferences and developing countries (no operating expenses considered). If they do not use it, the amount not used (of this 20%) will revert to the IFIP General fund.

These new rules will apply from 2004 on. It was agreed that no transfer  from the TC fund to the IFIP General fund will be done in 2003, even if the TC did not use the amount referred above.

11. Next TC6 meetings

The TC6 meetings in 2004 will take place in the following places and dates:

TC6/1: Athens, Greece (May 15th and 16th)

TC6/2: Bangkok, Thailand (November 21st and 22nd).
