	GUIDED TOUR (May 20th, afternoon)


Coimbra and Conímbriga

Coimbra is a city of narrow streets, patios, winding stairways and medieval arches. From 1139 until 1185 Coimbra was considered capital of the Portugale County, and there were borne six monarchs belonging to the 1st Portuguese dynasty. Coimbra is a remarkable city known by cultural traditions and artistic treasures. Coimbra’s history is deeply connected with the foundation of the University; originally was founded in Lisbon in 1290, but in 1537 was definitely transferred to the Royal Palace of Coimbra. It was the 1st in Portugal and one of the oldest and remarkable universities in Europe. 
Our visit will start in the university where we’re going to have the opportunity to see: the famous King John’s Library, Baroque style, built in the 18th century (1717), during the reign of King John V; Saint Michael's Chapel, a Manueline style building, constructed between 1517-1522, and remodelled in the 17th and 18th centuries; Sala dos Capelos, an old throne hall, it is nowadays the stage to the most Important Academic Cerimonies. What we see today dates back to the middle of the 17th century and was made by the Master António Tavares; Private Examination Hall, the room where, till the second half of the 19th century, took place the so called private examination (the examination before the graduation). Remodelled in the years 1701-1702, it has the Rectors' portraits from the 16th till the 18th century. 
Conímbriga, one of the richest archaeological sites in Portugal, was originally a Celtic castro of the Conii tribe in the late Iron Age. After 139 BC the Romans occupied it, and the inhabitants were totally Romanised. The town achieved its splendour under Emperor Augustus in the 2nd century AD, when the public baths and a forum were built, a reconstitution of which can be seen in the museum. The visitor is sure to be struck by the noble houses, which still retain their magnificent multicoloured mosaic floors. Particularly remarkable are the House of Cantaber, a typical 3rd-century residence, and one of the largest in the whole of the western Roman world, and the Casa dos Repuxos (House of Fountains), with its 569 m2 of mosaic floor, illustrated with scenes from mythology and daily life, whose central peristyle with ornamental flower beds and water jets make it unique.
