2 Agenda

The Preliminary Agenda was accepted.

3 Membership

The new Italian delegate had not responded to e-mail.

No response had been received before the meeting from Samir Tohmé but after the meeting Samir had reported that he was unable to carry on as FrenchTC6 representative and Guy Pujolle was appointed in his place.

4 TC6 Officers

Harry Rudin

Harry Rudin had reported that because of the rules of the Swiss Computer Society, concerning its representation on IFIP Technical Committees, he would be unable to attend future TC6 meetings as the Swiss representative. TC6 unanimously decided that they wished Harry to continue as a member of the committee and appointed him “Special Consultant to TC6 for Digital Libraries”.

Working Group 6.8

Guy Omidyar wishes to stand down as chair of WG 6.8. Various suggestions were made concerning a successor.
AP66/1 Otto Spaniol / Guy Pujolle: to contact possible candidates for chair of Working Group 6.8; Josef Wozniak and Mario Gerla were mentioned.
AP66/2 All: to consider other possible candidates for chair of Working Group 6.8and to report back as soon as possible.
The chair of WG 6.8 will be discussed and if possible appointed at the Paris TC6 meeting (2006/2). The intention for the group should be to try for a balance between US and Europe. The Aims and Scope of the Group may need to be revised.

Working Group 6.10

There appear to be problems within WG 6.10 and the group’s conference, ONDM, is being held without reference to TC6 or IFIP. There has been an election for the new chair but, again, that has been held without consulting TC6 or the rule book.
AP66/3 Otto Spaniol to invite Ioannis Tomkos to the next TC6 meeting.

A memorandum putting TC6 position on ONDM was agreed and sent to the ONDM steering committee.

5 Minutes of the Last Meeting

John Derrick is Vice-Chairman of WG 6.1, not Co-Chairman.

The WG 6.9 report was presented at the meeting.

There was a comment about the reporting of WWW2007 but neither Arun Iyengar nor Peter Radford can remember what the comment was!
6 Report from Networking 2006

Edmundo Monteiro reported on Networking 2006 which had just been held. A copy of his slides will be circulated with the minutes. Some key points from his report were:
· The deadline for the papers was extended to 28th February but the proceedings were only just available for the conference.

· There were 5 no-shows for posters and 9 no-shows for papers.

· They forgot to restrict students presenting papers to full registration.

· There was a best paper award.

· Euro-NGI directly sponsored 2 grants for travel etc.

In general discussion about the conference André Danthine and Gunter Haring had opposite views about the invited paper from Cisco but the speaker was a last minute replacement.

Next year’s Networking will be in Atlanta, on corresponding dates. Gunter Haring suggested that 3 tracks were unnecessary.

Networking 2008 might be held in Singapore or in London. Corresponding bids should be presented at the occasion of the next meeting in Paris – and a final decision should be made thereafter. In London (Erol Gelenbe) there might be accommodation problems in May (and therefore July was proposed but this month is not compatible with the tradition to hold Networking XX in May). Singapore (Francis Lee) had already submitted a bid for Networking 2007 not knowing that this event was already given to Atlanta. Francis Lee has confirmed the continued interest to organise Networking 2008 in Singapore.
7 Report from IFIP Council Meeting, Palma de Mallorca, Spain, 3rd - 6th March 2006

This was not discussed at the meeting except in relation to other topics.
8 Reports from Working Parties
Digital Library – Harry Rudin

The IFIP library is simply a repository for old papers; a real digital library will come later. Springer have been contacted but are not interested in running the digital library on the terms required. Google would be interested in running the IFIP DL but for the terms of the IFIP publications contract with Springer; this covers “exclusive world-wide rights in print, electronic and future forms”.
Dipak Khakhar said that some recent publications have been put on the Springer DL but there will be a limit on the time for which access will be free. Guy Leduc was concerned about the ownership of copyright and both André Danthine and others were concerned that there needed to be a way of publishing that was covered by citation indices and that referenced the actual conferences.
There was considerable debate about the question of open access and the contractual situation between IFIP and Springer. It was the feeling of the meeting that TC6 would like an open access digital library.
AP66/4 Peter Radford to contact Roger Johnson to discuss the contractual issues.
TC6 Journal – Guy Leduc
A copy of the slides for this should have been circulated.

The TC6 Journal should be an electronic-only, open-access journal covering the whole scope of TC6. Elie Najm commented that it should be “virtual hard-copy”, looking like a hard copy. The journal should be a regular periodical if possible. Copyright should be retained by the author but there should be a code of ethics for authors; Elie Najm said this should include no republication. It should be possible, however, for extended versions of conference papers to be published.
Harry Rudin cautioned against underestimating the editorial costs: every author does something different and references should be checked. Arun Iyengar said that the journal needed Latex sources.

Harry Rudin said that we needed someone to run hard with this. Arun Iyengar said that two co-Editors-in-Chief were more common than an Editor-in-Chief and an Assistant Editor-in-Chief. A “name” is needed.

Guy Leduc said that we need to establish the journal by inviting papers before we can attract submitted papers.

Conferences – Arun Iyengar

A copy of the slides for this should have been circulated.

There were numerous points made in discussion.

The importance of the guidance given in the TC6 handbook was raised; Dipak Khakhar also pointed out that there is an IFIP standing order that conference organisers should inform local member societies.

There was a debate about the size of Technical Programme Committees and the problems of reviewing. Otto Spaniol said that some TPCs were too large; the TPC needs to be big enough to cope with the reviewing load, although in some cases this could be lessened by better scheduling (particularly if submission deadlines are extended).

Governance – Augusto Casaca

Augusto Casaca had not been at the Wrocław meeting and this action point had not been conveyed him. It was agree to cover this topic at the Paris meeting (2006/2).
9 Working Groups

The reports of Working Group activities were kept brief because of time spent on the Strategy Discussion. In most cases, Working Group reports were distributed either before, at or just after the meeting.
WG 6.1 - Elie Najm
The WG 6.1 report has been circulated. While most things are proceeding happily, there is a problem with the IWQoS event for 2006, which has no mention of IFIP in the publicity material.

AP66/5 Elie Najm to send a registered letter to the organisers pointing out that IWQoS is an IFIP event.
WG 6.2 - Guy Pujolle
The WG 6.2 report has been circulated. The next Networking conferences were planned to be in Atlanta (2007), London (2008) and Rio de Janeiro (2009). However, Errol Gellenbe had forgotten his commitment to organise the 2008 conference in London and could hold it only in July or August of that year. There was an alternative proposal of Singapore.
AP66/6 Otto Spaniol to ask for proposals for Networking 2008 to be available for the Paris TC6 meeting.

There were problems with the publication of the proceeding of the Autonomic Computing 2006 conference. Guy Leduc said that is appears that Springer have gone from a policy of accepting everything to one of being much more selective. They are more likely to publish “traditional” events than new ones. Otto Spaniol reported that Springer had said this at the IFIP GA meeting in Palma; for example I3E has no tradition and is not technical enough.
WG 6.3 - Ioannis Stavrakakis
The WG 6.3 report has been circulated. Future meetings would be in Cyprus and Austria. WG 6.3 was involved in a joint conference with WG 6.8. It was also collaborating with Networking and the Autonomic Computing conference.
WG 6.4 - Arun Iyengar
The WG 6.4 report has been circulated. The World Wide Web was just about to held in Edinburgh, Scotland, with 2007 in either Banff and 2008 in Beijing. The Edinburgh had received 667 submissions with 75 papers accepted (although there had been some disagreements in the PC). Advanced registrations were over 1000; fees were £250 - £750. Harry Rudin asked about IFIP involvement; Arun Iyengar said that IFIP was the only consistent sponsor. WG 6.4 was also involved in EUNICE and was collaborating with WG 6.11.
WG 6.6

The WG 6.6 report has been circulated. The working group has held two meetings since Wrocław: MANWEEK and NOMS2006. MANWEEK was successful. NOMS2006 was published only on CD.
WG 6.7

The WG 6.7 report has been circulated. Dominique Gaiti noted that at the Lannion conference the Korean delegates came, paid the conference fees and then disappeared; their papers were removed from the conference proceedings.

There were problems with the publication of the proceeding of the Autonomic Networking 2006 conference. Guy Leduc said that is appears that Springer have gone from a policy of accepting everything to one of being much more selective. They are more likely to publish “traditional” events than new ones. Otto Spaniol reported that Springer had said this at the IFIP GA meeting in Palma; for example I3E has no tradition and is not technical enough.

Ioannis Stavrakakis proposed that the Autonomic Networking conference becomes an umbrella conference with WG 6.7 taking the lead
WG 6.8

WG 6.8 had been discussed earlier (see notes under item [‎4]) together with the problems of ONDM. TC6 agree that it would like to get ONDM back on track in 2007 or 2008.
WG 6.9

The WG 6.9 report has been circulated. Ana Pont Sanjuan reported that they were organising workshops at WCC and EUNICE. There was the possibility of activity in Central or Southern Africa with support from Antonio Cerone of UNU (United Nations University in Macao). One possibility is Mozambique. Another one is South Africa.
WG 6.10

WG 6.8 had been discussed earlier (see notes under item [‎4]).

WG 6.11

The WG 6.11 report has been circulated. Winfried Lamersdorf has reconfirmed the membership. The co-sponsorship of the I3E conference by TC6, TC8 and TC11 is not working well; there has been an uneven share of the workloads. The proposal is to drop TC8 and re-establish the steering committee.

11 Future TC6 meetings

2006/2 - Please note the change of location and date for meeting 2006/2
To be held in Paris, France on Friday 29th and Saturday 30th September.

This was originally agreed to be held in Santiago, Chile, in association with the WCC. For a variety of reasons, it has been agreed that it would be better to hold the full Autumn TC6 meeting in Paris. There will be a special (one day) TC6 meeting; probably on Friday, 25th August 2006, in Santiago de Chile; this meeting will be concerned with developing country questions. This was expected to be attended by: Augusto Casaca, Dominique Gaiti, Dipak Khakhar, Jose Neuman de Sousa, Ana Pont Sanjuan, Ramon Puigjaner, Guy Pujolle, Otto and Spaniol. It was hoped that José Piquer would also attend.

To be held in South Africa, location and dates to be confirmed.
2008/1

To be held in the United Kingdom in May, location and precise dates to be confirmed. (Note this was in the expectation that Networking would be held in the UK at around this time. This may have to be reviewed, given the review of Networking’s location for 2008. As a rule, the first TC6 meeting in a year should be held in conjunction with the Networking conference).
