Cooperation with UNU (United Nation University in Macao), including financial aspects, regarding tutorials and workshops in developing countries, in particular, Mozambique and South Africa. 
Otto Spaniol

· reported lesson learned from an „advanced course of networking, security, and verification“ in Bandurs Indonesia, December 2005: 55 attendees mainly from Indonesia and Malaysia;
· proposed organization of similar events once a year by IFIP WG6.9 and UNU (United Nations University in Macao), whose topics would be jointly determined by WG6.9 and the host country;
· proposed organization of the first such event in Mozambique in 2007 and the second one in South Africa in September 2008 combined with the TC6 meeting (Koes Koon has been already contacted with regards to this issue)

· financial issues: hotels and internal transport covered by the host country, flights covered jointly by IFIP TC6 and UNU, very small honorarium;
· budget from TC6 funds: from the budget of appr. 20.000 Euro per year for Best Paper Awards, student travel, etc., devote 33% = 7000 Euro.
· assumptions: 5 speakers, 2 days/speaker, honorarium 500x5=2500 Euro; travel 1000*5=5000 Euro, Together 7500 Euro, half or more paid by UNU; TC6 is then able to support two events per year.

Ramon Puigjaner
· supported the proposal by Otto Spaniol
Augusto Casaca

· proposed to capitalize on Latin America, go as soon as possible to Africa, go in future to Asia; 
· proposed short tutorial part, perspectives, discussions; 
· proposed events: 5 days long, 8 hours per day, four-five speakers. 
· proposed advertise the model to other WGs;
· noticed the language problem;
· indicated the importance of the security problems. As there are no experts on security in TC6, proposed cooperation with TC11.
Ahmed AL Naamany
· proposed double courses in two neighbor countries: 5+5 days;
Jan Wibe
· asked for perspectives of IFIP school and academy, and a relation with the new IFIP strategy.

· Indicated a possibility of cooperation with Brazilian conferences – hiring Portuguese speaking people for Mozambique. Mozambique is risky because of the lack of contacts, South Africa – no major risk.

· concluded the discussion and proposed to put this issue on Paris meeting for approval.
